Since Thursday, your dedicated Town Centre Officers have been busy responding to reports
of crime and keeping the town safe through high-visibility patrols. Here’s a snapshot of what
we've been up to:

5 Amale was arrested after stealing over £1,000 worth of stock from Boots. Thanks to
swift action, all items were recovered and returned to the store.

£ Two individuals were stopped following a theft from Frasers. The stolen goods were
recovered and both received formal cautions.

¢ Three people were found in possession of cannabis. Each received either a formal
caution or was required to attend the police station.

;- We seized anillegal e-scooter and an e-hike being used unlawfully in the town centre.

% A group suspected of coming into town to steal goods were identified. They had illegally
parked on a pedestrianised road, blocking access. We recovered stolen items and seized
their vehicle.
